     Note; The COC may promote or demote a senior rider to another class.

A Minimum of 6 riders at registration will constitute a class. Classes may be combined for the running of races, but points will be scored as per class finishing positions.

A rider may enter more than 1 class provided that each class is paid at entry.
AGE OF RIDERS 

The minimum age begins on the rider’s birthday and maximum age is at the end of the calendar year 
during which the rider attains the maximum age. 

ENTRIES & ENTRY FEES

Entries open immediately and entry forms must be returned to: Tony Rowley (runiparts@mweb.co.zw) or Gary Grainger (hoppy@zol.co.zw)
By no later than Sat 7 December
Fax and e-mail entries will be accepted. 

We need to get your names and bike “numbers” into the program for the spectators to know who you are.
So if you are coming please tell us 3 weeks prior so that accommodation etc. can be arranged.

All Foreign entry forms submitted must be duly signed and stamped by the rider’s Federation  or FMN Clearance letter. If no FMN Clearance letter or stamp and a current  FMN National License, will result in entry rejection .
South African Riders who do not hold  current  FIM or MSA MX Licenses.

MSA will be issuing a special end of season discounted National Licenses to any rider who does not 
have a MSA National License 2013. This offer is specifically for this series ONLY.
Those concerned PLEASE contact MSA and draw your license before you leave RSA, or a premium will be charged on one issued in Zimbabwe at the event.
Foreign entrants please note PROOF OF MEDICAL REPATRIATION is required at registration.

Foreign Riders will take out a local Medical Insurance (this is compulsory); $20.00 for a year.
This will cover up to $2000.00 Hospital entry fee. (This can be claimed retrospectively.) There after your Medical Aid/Insurance needs to take over.
Series Medical Insurance ($20.00) will be available at documentation for Local Riders not in 

possession of 2013 Medical Insurance cover. This will ensure Hospital entry ONLY.
PLEASE NOTE; this will BE PAID ONCE YOU HAVE MADE THE CLAIM on the Insurance Company.

That is to say you must pay first and claim later. 
All Foreign Riders 1st class entry is FREE thereafter it is $20.00/class for the series.
All riders will pay the gate entry fee initially($5.00), thereafter the entry wrist band will get you in free.
Local Riders Entry Fee:       Series (4 events)  $100.00 payable at First documentation. 

                                             Single event entries will be $ 35.00 / EVENT.

Local riders on a Day License may only enter the PEWEE, Junior B and Senior support Races.
TRANSPONDERS
All riders will pay a refundable deposit of USD20.00 at Registration. Riders will need to pay in full 
for a lost transponder (USD400.00)
INSURANCE 

By endorsing the entry form, the rider certifies that the rider is insured in accordance with FIM/ AFRICA 
or ZMSF requirements (including repatriation costs). The organisers further confirm that they have contracted third party insurance. 

The organizers disclaim all responsibility for damages to a motorcycle, its accessories and components arising out of an accident, fire, theft or any other causes.

Checking of licences and registration will take place from 1600hrs to 1900hrs on Friday 6 December
at the Motor Sports Club house, Samora Micheal Ave.

RIDING NUMBERS 

Zimbabwean riders will use their current numbers.
ALL International riders must use Contrasting LETTERS to the background.

RIDING CLOTHING 

All competitors must wear protective clothing. Chest protectors are compulsory for 
Juniors (Optional for Seniors).

ENVIRONMENT

Respect our Moto X venue PLEASE.

The use of Enviro mats for each and every competition motorcycle in the paddock is compulsory.

These will be for sale from the Race Secretary. No Mat. No racing..

PLEASE make use of the correct receptacle for your waste. We have gone to a lot of trouble to 
ensure that YOU all can safely dispose of YOUR waste

FUEL 

Pump fuel only is permitted. 

The use of methanol is not permitted. 

Fuel will not be available at the circuit
START PROCEDURE 

The starting order of the riders may be seeded by ability and/or practice times.

International riders will get preference at the gate pick at the start of the series and this may be 
altered as per the COC discretion.
VENUE 

The MX & Supa X course is situated at DONNYBROOK RACE CIRCUIT HARARE 
GPS  S 17  49.54   E 31 10.97    Alt. 1585m
Length of Track: Approximately 1.5km, and according to class.

Width of Track: Approximately 6 meters 

Type of surface: Sandy 

DIRECTIONS TO TRACK FROM HARARE
FROM HARARE TRAVEL EAST ALONG MUTARE RD. AT THE FIRAT AND ONLY ROUNDABOUT 
TAKE FIRST LEFT AND PROCEED NORTH ALONG HARARE DRIVE UNTIL A CROSSROAD INTERSECTION IS REACHED. TURN RIGHT INTO ARCTURUS RD.  TRAVEL EAST APPROX 3 KM UNTIL YOU GET TO DONNYBROOK CIRCUIT MAIN GATE ON THE RIGHT.PROCEED THRU THE GATE 

AND FOLLOW SIGNS TO MX TRACK

POINTS SCORING 

Riders may “throw 3 heats”. This means that only the best 9 heats will score out of a possible 12 heats.
RIDERS ARE OBLIGED TO CHECK THEIR RACE RESULTS. 
All results will be final 30 min. after display. . All queries need to be brought to the attention of the 
Chief Scorer immediately the results have been posted on the notice board.

A rider is deemed to have completed the race after covering 75% of the total race as well as 
having crossed the finish line with his machine under it own power.

NO QUERIES WILL BE ENTERTAINED AFTER THIS.

PROTESTS AND APPEALS 

Protests must be lodged according to the ZMSF Disciplinary and Arbitration Code, and the 
Supplementary Regulations and be accompanied by a fee of USD 300.00, returnable if the 
protest is justified. This must be handed to the COC or Assist. COC in writing. 

If the protest entails dismantling a machine, the protest fee must be accompanied by USD 100.00. 

 An additional deposit of USD 100 must accompany protests entailing a fuel control. 

Any unsportsmanlike like behavior, both on or off the track, may lead to exclusion.
All Entrants are and will be responsible for the members in their team & pit area.

No consumption of alcohol is allowed in the rider’s pit.
PRIZES AND AWARDS 

Trophies will be awarded to the top three class riders as per their finishing positions for the series.

PRIZE-GIVING CEREMONY 

Prize giving will take place at Motorsports Club house, Samora Micheal Ave at 1800 hrs
MOTORCYCLE CUSTOMS CLEARANCE 

Competitors are responsible for ensuring that they have all relevant documentation and clearance 
to leave their respective country, and will also be responsible for all fees etc. required to be paid to 
enter and leave Zimbabwe 

INTERPRETATION OF THE SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS 

The interpretation of these regulations rests entirely with the COC and his 
assistant.
RIGHTS OF THE CLERK OF THE COURSE / PROMOTERS AND ORGANISER 

The Clerk of the Course reserves the right (subject to the approval of The Jury) to:

-Alter the race programme or length if forced to do so through weather conditions, or for any other Reason.

-Alter the starting method, if it is found necessary to do so. 

-Appoint assistant marshals to pick up PWEE and 50cc riders around the circuit. 

-The Bogwheelers Club Chairman & the COC reserve the right  to Postpone, abandon or cancel the event for reasons of "force majeure". 

-In the event of postponement for more than twenty-four hours entrants will be refunded their entry fee. 

-Postpone, abandon or cancel the event if fewer than 20 paid entries are received by the official entries closing. 

-Refuse any entry.
