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 MINI ROK (AGE 8-13)
· STUART WHITE (BLOEM):
Born in Bloemfontein in the Free State in 2001, Stuart White is a Grade 6 pupil at Grey College Primary School, and inherited his love for motorsport from his dad, David White, and from the age of 5 he has never stepped out of his kart.  He won two South African national championships in 2013, making him a double SA champ.

· DELON THOMPSON (JHB):
Delon Thompson was born in the year 2000 in Johannesburg. Very energetic and competitive, Delon thrives on competition and wants to be a perfectionist at whatever he does. Delon is in his third year of karting and has achieved some outstanding results. He has done well in all of his races right from the very start in 2011. This year he became Regional Karting Champion and finished 2nd overall in the Rok Nationals. His racing number is 26.


JUNIOR ROK (AGE 13-15)
· BRADLEY LIEBENBERG (JHB)
Having started his karting career fairly late, Bradley has quickly managed to become very competitive in a short space of time. He became both a South African and African Open Champion in 2012 and heads off to Italy to represent Team South Africa, chasing a Junior Rok World Championship title.

At the age of four started kart racing and continued to taking 2nd overall national champion at the age of seven.
